How can you earn Extra Credit 

in Health and Medical Science?

Here are four different ways to earn 20 points per 6-weeks.  You can choose which you’d like to do and turn in two reports only!  

1. Watch T.V.!  Watch a one-hour show (the show must be about something to do with anatomy, physiology, the body, sports medicine, etc.) on The Learning Channel, Discovery Channel or Discovery Health Channel.  Occasionally, channels 6 & 12 may have programs that apply too.  Write a page front and back on what you learned from the show.  It does not need to be typed, and it does not need to be in essay format.  This report is worth 10 points.  Your report must include a source (the name of the program, and if you don’t know that, the channel and time the show aired).  
2. Rent an educational video!  Yes it must be an Educational video and yes, you can find these at video stores and libraries!  Write the same info. explained in #2.  10 points each 2-sided paper.

3. Do an old-fashioned report!  Find information (from the library, from the Internet, National Geographic, Time, Newsweek, or even the Denver Post) on something to do with the human body or sports injuries and do a report.  This does need to be in essay form because it is a report.  You must include your sources!  10 points for each 2-sided paper.

4. You may also bring in x-rays, CAT scans, MRI’s, etc.  You will need to explain what happened, why the scan was performed and what the outcome was.  These are worth 5 points.  I will still only accept only 20 extra credit points per six weeks.

By my tally, that gives you 20 extra credit points you could earn per 6 weeks!

Important Reminders:

1. If you have 3 missed assignments (= three zeros), OR you have earned two (or more) tardies, your extra credit will not be counted for that 6 weeks, and I will save it for the next 6 weeks.

2. All extra credit is due one week before the end of the 6 weeks (usually on a Friday).  That means that extra credit for 1st 6-weeks is due 9/28 (Friday is planning), 2nd 6-weeks is 11/9, and 3rd 6-weeks is due 12/14.  These dates are final, so if you are not here when the extra credit is due, I will not accept your extra credit.
